1. Welcome:
   IH welcomed all present and thanked them for attending and in particular Mike Oglesby         

   to his first committee meeting within rotary, saying Mike had been asked by the club to attend  

   all different committee meetings that take place enabling him to get a “feel” for how the club   
   works. It was also noted that if considered a good idea by all concerned then Mike joins us on 

   community for the remainder of the rotary year.

2. Previous Minutes:
    Accepted as a true record by all concerned.

3: Radcliffe Girls and Boys Club.
    Chairman stated that he had received a request from the club for us to offer financial help 

    towards a weekend away in the lakes which the club are planning this summer. They intend to 
    take a dozen girls on a bonding/team building exercise. The accommodation costs have   

    already been covered by another charity, but they need help with the transport costs. The idea   

    is to hire a self drive mini bus and they are asking if we can cover it?

    IH stated that he had asked them for a cost and had been told they would check it out and get 

    back to us. In the meantime it was suggested that we already have £300 in the budget for    

    them so why not offer them this amount? This was agreed by all present and subject to what  

    they come back with we will react accordingly. IJH will raise at next council meeting on      

    08-03-2010.  

4: Radcliffe Riverside Bands.
    Chairman reported that instruments now with Richard Dandy who is arranging to have     
    “Radcliffe Rotary” engraved on them. The goods news is the cost of these instruments was 

    £436 not £495 as first thought, however due to a communication problem the engraving cost

    will be more than the £45 first quoted. This being the case Richard Dandy offers to pay any 

    difference, which could be £100/20 more than first envisaged. This was not acceptable to our  

    club president, JL and as a result of a short discussion it was agreed that the club will pick up 

    all the costs, not Richard Dandy.

5: Kids Out.
    JL took a few minutes to update the committee on what had gone on the previous night at

    the meeting with Ramsbottom Rotary club. After this it was clear that they had done the correct 
    thing last year in inviting just two schools, both of which take disabled children from the whole  

    the borough. The result was 93 kids and support workers went to Camelot for a great day out.

   Subject to costs, it was agreed by all that this model should be used again this year.
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  This year’s event is down for the 9th June, with a venue yet to be selected. Our committee 

  decided that we should go once again with Camelot and IJH is to advise Ramsbotttom    
  accordingly. It was also noted that next year Kids Out will fall under our clubs area of 

  responsibility This being the case IJH is now “ghosting” Derrick Latham from Ramsbottom.    
6: Sponsored Walk.

   JH gave an update on the progress so far; he outlined the route/timing. The actual date this 
   event will take place is 30th May 2010. As with last year we will start at the Royal Oak

   pub in Radcliffe, walk along the canal to Elton Reservoir, go round twice and come back via the 

   Withins Reservoir and canal.

Two pits-stops have been organised, the first one is Elton Sailing Club. Here people will be able 

to use the facilities and buy snacks and drinks, also whit the help of sailing club volunteer’s people will be able to learn about what is available with regards children learning to sail on the reservoir with trained club instructors.

The second pit-stop, where walkers will be able to get their sponsorship forms stamped is 

Radcliffe Girls and Boys Club at Withins. Here they can again use the facilities, but drinks and snacks and also look at what the club as to offer the youth of Radcliffe.           
   What we are waiting for now is the promotional material from Ron Mallard. IJH stated that he     

   hoped it would be ready for next Monday’s council meeting, after which we could all start 

   pushing it out into the community. No further action required at this point. 

7: Stroke Awareness Day.

 Chairman advised that he had been speaking with Prestwich and Whitefield Rotary Club about a joint venture here and they are up for it. Currently we have a booking for the 24th April for the bandstand on Radcliffe precinct as one possible venue, the other possible venue is Morrison’s supermarket in Whitefield. IH advised that he had spoken with them on Monday this week and, as requested by them had confirmed our request in writing on the same day. The ball is now in their court but IH will chase them up before next Monday’s council meeting. 

After a brief discussion the committee agreed that if we cannot get Morrison’s on board then we should not carry out the event.

8: Daffodil Planting.

Chairman raised this subject on the basis that we need to consider if we should be talking with Bury Metro about the offer they made us last year with regards them supplying us FOC bulbs.

It was agreed by all that IH should make contact again and find out if the offer still stands.
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9: Correspondence.
Just 3 items this month, all coming in via our club website.

Radcliffe and Prestwich Methodist: Request for cash to support sending a team of young local people to Peru for 5 weeks in the summer. They will serve the community in building work and church activities. It was agreed that we should send them £100 and IH was instructed to take this request up at the next council meeting.
